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The photograph of the OCEAN PEARL was scanned from local
newspaper in Cannes.  The vessel encountered unusually bad weather on
May 4, while on a voyage between Spain, France and Italy.  

The newspaper text translates as follows: Tossed about by tumultuous waters,
the Ocean Pearl was not able to go to port yesterda y, and its passengers stayed
on the Laubeuf wharf before being brought onboard b y shuttles. The storm has
caused many more problems on the Cannes coastline. 
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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Oil Pollution
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Dear Colleagues: 

When you saw the heading, I am sure you were thinki ng
about the BP oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico, this being the
largest oil pollution ever and a disaster of dimens ions
which are very difficult to comprehend. However, th is is
not what I would like to address in this ISPieces.  What I
would like to mention are the much smaller oil poll utions
which have occurred over the years from many ocean-
going vessels.

As you are all aware, many years ago ISP decided to be
certified under ISO9001 and ISO14001, the latter being
the environmental certification. Based on this, all  ISP-
managed vessels, as well as in our shoreside office must
ensure that we live up to our objectives under the
ISO14001 Code, which includes air pollution, as wel l as
pollution of the ocean.

I am drawing your attention to the oil pollution
because two weeks ago there was a plea deal struck with
US authorities where a Greek-based ship management
company has been instructed to pay a $4 Million fin e
after pleading guilty to an oil pollution.  The shi p
manager admitted that during a voyage from 

Europe to the United States they dumped approximate ly
23 cubic meters of oil-contaminated sludge and bilg e
waste. Compared to the BP oil spill, this is a ªdro p in the
oceanº, however everyone onboard ISP ships or ashore
involved in the operation of our vessels should be aware
that it is of utmost importance that NO CONTAMINATE D
SLUDGE OR WASTE IS EVER DUMPED FROM AN ISP-
MANAGED VESSEL, AND NO OTHER ITEMS WHICH ARE
ENVIRONMENTALLY DAMAGING ARE THROWN OR
PUMPED  OVERBOARD, OR DISPOSED OF AGAINST
LOCAL OR INTERNATIONAL RULES AND REGULATIONS!

Based on this I would like to reiterate the importa nce of
following the Company's Operations Manuals and Code s
in connection with all environmental procedures as
described.  If anyone onboard any ISP-managed vessel
sees someone not following the rules, this should b e
immediately reported to the Captain of the vessel, and if
actions are not immediately taken, it should be rep orted
to the shoreside Vice President Marine Operation
responsible for the vessel with a copy to me at nlu nd@isp-
usa.com.

AMVER is an acronym for Automated Mutual Assistance
Vessel Rescue System ± a world wide voluntary ship
reporting system operated by the USCG to promote sa fety
of life and property at sea. AMVER's mission is to quickly
provide SAR facilities on demand, accurate informat ion on
the positions and characteristics of vessels near a reported
distress. Any merchant vessel anywhere on the globe, on a
voyage of greater than 24 hours is welcome to parti cipate
in the AMVER system and family.  International
participation is voluntary regardless of the vessel 's flag or
registry, the nationality of the owner or company a nd ports
of call.

Three ISP vessels received AMVER awards in 2010. In
order to be recognized, a vessel had to achieve at least 128
days ªon plotº or reporting. CLIPPER ADVENTURER,
OCEAN NOVA and CORINTHIAN II all received blue
pennants for new participation in the program.
Congratulations to these vessels - fly the pennants  proudly!  

In 2009, 5549 vessels worldwide participated in the
program achieving the minimum required on plot days
contributing to 237 lives saved.

The awards were presented by Vice Admiral Perkose, the
Vice Commandant of the Coast Guard.

ISP fleet vessels eligible will be requested to participate
in the future.

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CLIPPER ADVENTURER
DRY DOCKING Ð
Crank shaft replacement
Over two years ago a crack opened the web on the crankshaft on one
of the main engines on the CLIPPER ADVENTURER. A temporary
repair was made on the main engine crankshaft by re moving two
webs, crank pin, connecting rod, piston, etc. on on e cylinder, and a
distance piece of two flanges and a stub shaft was manufactured and
installed to connect the two remaining parts of the  crankshaft so that
the vessel could continue to operate. 

At the time B*W/MAN had a three year delivery time on a new
crankshaft for this type of main engine, and after the temporary repair
the vessel continued to operate with one cylinder l ess on one main
engine so that service was not interrupted for an e xtended period. The
Engine Department on the vessel did a great job in keeping the engine
running; keeping the speed on the vessel and not ha ving any further
damage to the main engine.

The vessel was taken out of service in June to replace the crankshaft
on the main engine, where the entire engine was str ipped to the
bedplate and all the cylinder heads, pistons, fuel pumps, fuel injectors,
liners, bearings, bed plate, block, etc., were re-conditioned, and the
old crankshaft was taken ashore and a new crankshaft was installed.

The old babbitt bearings were
sent to three companies in Sweden
and Norway since no one could
produce the sufficient number of
bearings in the required time. The
Technical and Purchasing Departments had to
ensure that all necessary spare parts were available for
the reconditioning on the main engine when needed s o there
were no delays in getting the work done in time.

After the installation of the
crankshaft the engine was
aligned by scraping and fitting of
all the babbitt bearings, and as
soon as the new crankshaft was
connected, aligned and fitted
the entire engine was assembled
using all the over-hauled parts.
Upon completion of the repairs,
the vessel performed sea trails to

the satisfaction of the Owners, Class, Insurance Company and
the Chief Engineer. 

There was an estimated thirty days to perform this work
which was done simultaneously as the vessel's scheduled dry
docking in Landskrona, Sweden. The work was complet ed six
days ahead of schedule and the vessel went into service as
scheduled on June 1, 2010 in Copenhagen. Most of the work
was done by Chiba Marine from Japan, under the
supervision of Mr. Lasse Moe, one of ISP's Board of
Directors, with great assistance from ISP's Technic al
Department and the engineering crew onboard.

The result was a successful job completed
due to proper planning and great
performance by everyone involved.

Th ese
vessels have to be self sufficient as they visit many
islands, bays, and villages that have no real support
structure.

Antarctic Islands and New Zealand in January and
February before moving on to the exquisite cruising
waters of Indonesia, which many seasoned travelers
have called the most beautiful cruising waters in t he
world.  The CLIPPER ODYSSEY has since sailed to
Vietnam, China, Taiwan, Japan, Russia and is heading on
to Alaska and Canada.

Also making long journeys are the CLIPPER
ADVENTURER, OCEAN NOVA, and CORINTHIAN II.  All
three vessels operated in Antarctica during the sou thern
hemisphere summer season, and have sailed north for
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ISP MANAGED VESSELS 
MIGRATE WITH THE SEASONS
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the summer in the northern hemisphere.  The OCEAN
NOVA made calls to Portugal, the UK and into the Bal tic
before heading north for her summer season cruising
Greenland and the Canadian Arctic.  The CLIPPER

scheduled dry-docking in Sweden, then sailed the Ba ltic
before heading further north where she will make ca lls
to Iceland, Greenland, and the Canadian Arctic. The
CORINTHIAN II went a different direction sailing fro m
Antarctica to Capetown, South Africa, from where sh e
sailed up the west coast of Africa and onto her sum mer
cruising area in the Mediterranean.

SCOTIA PRINCE
ON SUMMER CHARTER 

The SCOTIA PRINCE is currently trading between Cesme, Turkey
and Ancona, Italy making one round trip per week, d eparting
Cesme on Thursday afternoons and arriving in Ancona  on
Saturday. After a quick turnaround in Ancona she de parts the
same evening to arrive back in Cesme by Tuesday morning.

There were many parties interested in chartering th e SCOTIA
PRINCE, so the ship completed her DRY DOCKing and all
annual surveys and inspections were carried out to get her ready
for a quick deployment.  And quick it was"  The wor d was given
on Saturday afternoon that the vessel needed to get  underway
and in Cesme as soon as possible.  All notifications were made;
clearances received and the vessel sailed within hours.  The first
stop Malta, where bunkers were taken at anchor befo re
proceeding on to Cesme.

Once the vessel arrived in Cesme it was busy getting the
charterer's hotel crew onboard along with all their  goods and
provisions.  Familiarization and Emergency response  training
were conducted and drills performed to the satisfac tion of the
local BV surveyor.  All that was left was to embark the passengers
and vehicles to begin the first round trip of the s eason.

The first call to Ancona was just as packed as the vessel was
inspected by the Italian authorities to their satis faction and the
return group of passengers and their vehicles were loaded for the
return trip back to Turkey.

If the current schedule holds guests will have a sp ecial treat
every third trip.  The vessel will call to Greece t o bunker and due
to the proximity will transit the Corinth Canal on her way to
Ancona.  The Corinth Canal is a man made canal cut through the
Isthmus of Corinth reducing the distance from Cesme  to Ancona
by approximately 100 miles.  The space between the hull of the
vessel and the Canal ªwallsº is a mere one to two feet at the
narrowest point, and the SCOTIA PRINCE will be one of the
largest vessels currently transiting the canal; it will be a sight 
to see"

SEA VOYAGER
RETURNS FROM UN CHARTER IN HAITI 

On May 17 the SEA VOYAGER arrived at Atlantic Marine dry dock
in Jacksonville after its three months charter to U N/WORLD
Food Program in Port au Prince, Haiti, and as there  are no new
charter agreements at this time, it had been decide d to lay-up
the vessel in Green Cove Springs, Florida.

Since the vessel carries the US Flag, and USCG the Authorities
stipulate vessels are dry docked every year, a quick dry 
docking was arranged prior to lay-up, just to be re ady for any
new charters.

USCG conducted the underwater hull survey, had all sea
chests and overboard valves opened, and also surveyed the
internal structure by way of all tanks and voids. T he crew was
dismissed and the Green Cove Springs team took over.

The yard completed the cleaning and painting of the  hull;
overhauling of 40 overboard valves; polishing of tw o Schottel
propellers and one Bowthruster propeller, after whi ch the vessel
was put back into the water and brought alongside t he dock, and
subsequently towed back to Green Cove Springs 

There have been numerous inspections for possible c harters,
however with no further employment at this time the  vessel
remains available for charter.

ISP has been very fortunate through the worldwide f inancial
crises, where none of our clients have gone into ba nkruptcy
and therefore have not been faced with a situation where
invoices could not be paid on behalf of the clients .  However,
the Company has experienced this situation in the p ast where
many years ago Premier Cruise Lines and Cape Canaveral
Cruise Line among others, filed for bankruptcy and did not
manage to settle all supplier debts.  In those situ ations, ISP,
together with suppliers, lost substantial amounts o f money
and we have clearly learned to be very critical abo ut taking on
new ship owners, and over the last few years we have also
cancelled a number of contracts where owners were g etting
into financial difficulties. Based on this we have managed to
eliminate losses for suppliers as well as ourselves.  

However, most ship managers managing cargo ships ha ve

been in a different situation over the last two yea rs where
many cargo ship owners have gone into bankruptcy. T he
insert herein shows an article where V.Ships are being blamed
for not paying invoices on behalf of their owners.  As V.Ships
state, it is not the manager's financial responsibi lity to pay
invoices on behalf of the ship owners. Ship manager s are
getting a fixed management fee of the size where th e
managers cannot take the financial risk on an owner  not
paying, and it is important for us to state that IS P will do its
utmost to ensure that the Company has high quality clients
and to do its best to ensure that all suppliers are  paid.
However, just like V.Ships or any other ship manage r, ISP is
also in the situation where we will not take the fi nancial risk
and will not pay suppliers for deliveries of parts,
consumables, etc. to the ship owners.

We have made this clear on several occasions in ISPieces,
and even if it is also clear from our Purchase Orders, we find it
important to reiterate that this is still the polic y of 
our Company.
